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Suicide was the 12th leading cause of death in United States in 20201 with 45,940 total deaths 
(13.9 per 100,000 population). In HHS Region 9 states, suicide accounted for 6,289 deaths (12.3 

per 100,000 population)2. 
 

Suicide death rate for 65+ population was slightly 
higher in HHS Region 9 States as compared to the
